Enclosed are your "sample ballots" for you to publish one time, no later than May 11™.
Reduce ballot size to a smaller size but legible with the following heading:

ATTENTION: Please be advised this is a sample ballot and because the law requires
rotation of the candidates' names, the chronological order as listed may be
different in your precinct.

In certain races for nominations to the General Election ballot (class Il school
boards, city councils, community colleges, and natural resources districts), where
the names of the candidates properly filed for election do not exceed twice the
number of vacancies to be filled, all candidates filed shall be declared
automatically nominated and no primary election will be held for that race. New
with the passage of LB56e is county officials are automatically nominated to the
General Election if there are no more than one candidate per party.

Because some listed candidates are nominated in specific districts, some names
listed in this sample ballot may not appear on the ballot in your precinct.

Nebraska's Primary is known as a "closed primary", that is, only the registered
voters of each party are the only ones who may vote for their party's nominations.
The only way you may vote for candidates of a particular party in the primary is to
be registered as a member of that party.

However, non-partisan voters (Independents) may ask for the separate ballot
containing the races for U.S. Representative in Congress and U.S. Senate of the
Republican Party or could ask for the entire Democratic or Libertarian Ballot.
Nonpartisans must request this ballot and it will not be provided unless they ask
for the ballot when they vote. State political parties' rules determine the amount
of their ballots that can be voted by nonpartisans.

In summary, all Democrats, Republican, and Libertarian voters get only one
ballot apiece with the nonpartisan races on them (Maximum of one ballot). Non-
partisan voters (Independents) may request the additional NonPartisan
Republican US Senate and Congressional races ballot or the entire NonPartisan
Democratic or NonPartisan Libertarian ballot. (Maximum of two ballots)

Voters in Fremont are in the only area which has races on both sides of a ballot.
Please look at both sides of your ballot for possible races needing your attention.



You may take these sample ballots to the polls and use it as a guide in marking
your ballot

In primaries, the only write-ins votes counted are those where someone is
engaged in a write-in campaign and has filed a notarized write-in affidavit within
10 days prior to the election.
