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PROCEEDINGS OF THE DODGE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

Regular meeting of the Dodge County Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Missel at 9:00 A.M. on Wednesday, May 24, 2017 in the Board Room of the Courthouse, Fremont, Nebraska with the following members present:  Saalfeld, George, Strand, Beam, Weddle, Osborn and Missel.  Absent:  None.  Prior to roll call, Chairman Missel announced the meeting to be an open public meeting and that the open meeting laws were posted for anyone’s review.  

The Board unanimously declared the meeting legally convened.

The Board unanimously approved the agenda as printed; received and referred to the County Attorney a letter from Phillip Fletcher Criley announcing “Notice of Intent to File Suit” in federal court regarding issues with his great granddaughter, Kylie Ann Criley; and received and placed on file three (3) Utility Installation Agreements for Great Plains Communications, Inc. to install fiber optic cable and plastic duct (1.25”) under county right-of-ways in Union and Cotterell Townships, Utility Installation Agreement for Nebraska Game & Parks Commission to install a sanitary sewer force main thru Sections 16 and 17, T17N, R8E and minutes of the Dodge County Planning Commission meeting of May 16, 2017.

The Board unanimously approved the minutes of the May 10, 2017 meeting as printed.
At 9:05 A.M., the Board recessed as a Board of Supervisors and convened as a Board of Corrections.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present.
Under any items of discussion, Supervisor Beam, Chairman of the Jail Committee, commented on his communications with Corrections Supervisor Justin Libra.  Since opening the 24 hour holding facility, 225 people have been booked, with 60 of them bailing out before being transferred to the Saunders County Jail Facility and approximate 50% not being transferred at all.  Thanks was given to the Judges, who have the ability to release them along with the help of the County Attorney, County Sheriff and Corrections Supervisor Libra.  He commented the 24 hour rule to be very beneficial especially on the weekends.
At 9:12 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Corrections until Wednesday, June 7, 2017 at 9:05 A.M.


Immediately thereafter, the Board reconvened as a Board of Supervisors.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present.

The Board unanimously approved the wage and hour claims as submitted in the amount of $186,597.77.  (Supervisor Strand stepped out of the meeting room at the time of the motion, but returned shortly afterwards.)
The Board unanimously approved the financial claims as submitted in the amount of $210,642.87.

Committee Report – Chairman Missel reported the Insurance Committee will be meeting at 9:30 A.M. on June 5th with Lisa Daniels of Benefits Professionals to review the dental plan.
Committee Report – Supervisor Osborn commented ENHSA is completely moved into their new facility with a grand opening to be scheduled within the next couple of weeks.
Committee Report – Supervisor Missel reported on a meeting with the US Army Corps of Engineers (Corps), the City of Fremont and the Village of Inglewood regarding issues with the dike levy project.  He commented three offers have been given by the US Army Corps of Engineers (Corps).  The project seems to be pushed down the road, due to cost issues.  
At 9:20 A.M., Chairman Missel declared a short recess of the County Board.

At 9:28 A.M., the Board reconvened as a Board of Supervisors.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present except for Supervisors George and Osborn, who both returned shortly afterwards.

The Board unanimously passed a motion adopting and authorizing the proper signatures on a Resolution for a Certificate of Completion for NDOR (Nebraska Department of Roads) Project #HRRR-STWD(128), County Bridge and Culvert Object Markers.  

The Board unanimously approved the request of Highway Superintendent Doll and declared certain pieces of road equipment as presented on a list as surplus property to be disposed of either by offering to be purchased on-line or taken to All Metals Market.  Included on the list were the following:  2 Cat D7E Crawler Tractors with Dozers 1967 & 1969, a twin 48” Drum Sheep Foot Roller – 1954, Cat #70 Pull Scraper – 1951, V Plow for D7E Dozer Homemade, Bonnell 12’ 2-Way Snow Plow – 2001, Bonnell 12’ One-Way Snow Plow – 1996 and two old One-Way Plows Homemade.  (Supervisor Osborn returned prior the motion and Supervisor George returned at 9:32 A.M. after the motion.)
A Public Hearing was then held to consider the request of Chris Kloke of 1570 County Rd. 13, Ames, NE to obtain a Conditional Use Permit as per Section 2. 2.19 Conditional Uses located in the NE ¼ of Section 6, Township 18 North, Range 7 East in Maple Township, Zoning District A-1, Intensive Ag.  Chairman Missel opened the public hearing asking for any testimony for and/or against the permit to expand Mr. Kloke’s Livestock Facility Operations.  Zoning Administrator Andrews explained the Planning Commission unanimously recommended approval of the permit and commented on Mr. Kloke’s testimony at their meeting indicating the DEQ’s (Department of Environmental Quality) requirements were more difficult than the new Matrix.  With no further testimony, the Board unanimously passed a motion to accept the recommendation of the Planning Commission and to grant the Conditional Use Permit, based on the conditional use conforms to the intent and purpose of the regulations and the use conforms to regulations of the district in which it is located.
No action was taken on the appointment to an upcoming term on the Planning Commission, due to no recommendations filling the position.  Loell Strand has chosen not to serve another term on the commission.
At 9:35 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Supervisors until Wednesday, June 7, 2017 at 9:00 A.M. and called for a recess of the County Board until 10:00 A.M., the scheduled time to meet as a Board of Equalization.

At 10:00 A.M., the Board convened as a Board of Equalization.  Chairman Missel dispensed with roll all members being present.

The Board unanimously received an Application for Exemption (form 457) of Fremont Avenue of Flags, Inc. on four (4) 2016 Doolittle Trailers and passed a motion to accept the recommendation of the County Treasurer and to grant the exemptions.
The Board unanimously approved tax roll correction #4798.
The Board unanimously approved and authorized the Chairman to sign a referee agreement with William Kaiser for the 2017 protest season.

At 10:04 A.M., Chairman Missel adjourned the Board as a Board of Equalization until 10:00 A.M. on Wednesday, June 7, 2017.
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
